GENERAL INFORMATION
Location

The Califormia School of Ars and Crafts 53 centrally lecated in the Arts and Crafis
Building, 211% Allston Way, within half a block of the Univessity of California amd one
block of the Southern Pacific and Key Boute Stations, as well as being near the termines
of bath the Qpkland and local street car lines. The shops are adjoining the schoal so that
ma timme meed be lost bhetween buildings.

Buildings
The entire Ars and Crafis Building consisting of three flooss, ns well as shogs i ad-
joining I-uuldi:ui:s, for metal, jewelry, lesther, pontery, amd woodwork, are wed by the
swchoal.  Special clussrooma, well-lighted and ventilated, aee provided for the Grechand,

antique, designing, life, water-color, and ol classes; for mechaiical drawing and for the
various crafts.

Purpose
The absence of an Industrial Art School on the Pacific Coast, and the demand for instroce
tion a thiz lime, led to the formation of the California School of Arts and Crafes in
Junme, 1 In forming a curriculum three facis were kepd in mind. First, the Irﬁihiﬁ
of practical designers amd illestraters; Sccond, the training of teachers of drawing a
ceaft work for groenmor, high, and spevinl schools; Third, the traiming for the fine arts
and for caliure,

Educational Principles

The school smands for elficlency; it therefose appeals sromgly to carnest siudends desir-
-il?z ta specialize In arts or erall work, From s very heginming it has been independent
af any publishing or supply howse, standing netieral 1o all; o adberss steictly 10 the practice
of teaching the fundamental principles of arts and crafis, which onee understoed, may be
applied] under any conditions. For compartson amd stisdy, however, the standard I‘lll'h-lh"-i-
tions on drawing and art and the most saitable material for use in crafe wark, are beought
in the attention of the student.

Equipment

The squipment consists of an sdeguate number of castx, still-life, toals, and furnature of

specinl desigm for the varbous porposes, so that stwdents necd buy only the acinal materials
for drawing, pairting soed craft-work.

Students Supply Shop

ANl muaterinls reguired in ant and oraft work, and vexn books @ed in the school, may be
henght at the shop comdocted by the stndents, and located in the school hoilding. The
profis derived (rom the shop are applicd to the library and schelarship funds, the benehits
thus refarning to the shadents
