Anecdote about smoking pot her friend got from Jerry Garcia and the 
students refusing beer that a Budweiser truck was attempting to give away 
on campus.  
Talks about the endless inspiration available in a community of artists. 
Being able to wander around when creatively stuck, see what other people 
are doing and get un-stuck.  
Talk about the rumor of a time capsule.  Kathy doesn’t remember it.  
Talks about her Design teacher who pushed her in the direction of art as 
opposed to graphic design.
